


SAMPLE MEDICAL SIMULATION TECHNOLOGIST JOB DESCRIPTION 

This is only a sample job description. It is intended to help students and potential employers understand the typical scope of skills needed and work performed to be an effective medical simulation technologist. This is NOT a job posting for an open position.


	POSITION:  Medical Simulation Technologist


	TYPICAL SALARY RANGE:  $45,000 - $70,000 annually




GENERAL RESPONSIBILITIES:

[bookmark: _GoBack]Under the direction and supervision of the Simulation Coordinator, the individual in this position will provide technical support for all simulation operations, including, but not limited to:  preparation, basic system programming, maintenance and repair of computerized manikins (software and hardware). 

ESSENTIAL DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:

Primary essential duties and responsibilities include but will not be limited to the following:

1. Understand the use and operation of different simulator technology.

2. Install, replace, and configure simulation programs.  Serve as a simulator operator running pre-programmed scenarios.  Ensure all equipment is set up for training and course programs.  Participate in post simulation debriefing sessions.

3. Actualize common healthcare procedures and principles as it applies to medical equipment usage within the simulated environment.  Support/assist in role playing applications, props placement, and moulage set-up.

4. Troubleshoot both hardware and software systems, network, and perform basic maintenance of simulation equipment.  Conduct ongoing maintenance of all simulation equipment, including cleaning and repairing equipment; ensure all equipment is maintained in good working order at all times.  Interface with equipment manufacturers regarding equipment troubleshooting and system problems.

5. Implement high fidelity simulation activities that meet the standards of realism, reliability, validity, feasibility, and risk management.

6. Work collaboratively with students, faculty, staff, and community partners in order to provide simulated training opportunities.  Provides technical assistance, support and training in the use of simulation equipment, as needed.  

7. Maintain inventory of supplies and equipment and conduct routine inventory updates.  Provide recommendation for budget and purchase of equipment, supplies, and materials.

8. Maintain record of preventive maintenance and repairs.  

9. Maintain current knowledge of simulation equipment catalogs and operation manuals.

10. Apply health and safety regulations as mandated by the Occupational Health and Safety Administration in order to utilize appropriate personal protective equipment (PPE) for the situation, emergency equipment, storage of chemicals, and maintenance of equipment.

11. Participate in technical training and attend conferences / seminars to remain current with simulation technology.

12. Assist with special projects or initiatives as needed.

13. Identify opportunities for technological improvements in healthcare education.

14. Perform other related duties as required.


REQUIRED KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS & ABILITIES:

1. Knowledge of patient simulation, technologies and applications. 
2. Knowledge of computer hardware equipment and software applications relevant to simulator functions. 
3. Knowledge of audio/video equipment and software for recording, duplication, mixing, and editing. 
4. Proficiency in MS software applications including MS Outlook, Word, Excel, and PowerPoint as well as Internet and database applications. 
5. Ability to learn new software and hardware quickly and independently. 
6. Ability to assess, troubleshoot, and fix equipment failures in a timely fashion. 
7. Ability to maintain confidentiality regarding job assignments and sensitive issues. 
8. Ability to work with internal and external individuals from different disciplines and different levels of training. 
9. Ability to effectively communicate with others both verbally and in writing.
10. Self-motivated with the ability to work effectively in a team environment. 
11. Flexibility and adaptability in dynamic environment; able to work evenings/weekends on as needed basis. 
12. Excellent organizational skills.
13. Demonstrated sensitivity to and understanding of the diverse socioeconomic, cultural, disability, and ethnic backgrounds of students, faculty, staff, and patients.  

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS:

1. Associate Degree in Medical Simulation, Certified Healthcare Operations Specialist Certification, or Medical Simulation Operations certificate. 
2. Bachelor's Degree in Computer Science, technology, or health-related field, preferred.
3. Knowledge of medical terminology.
4. Must be able to independently move equipment (less than 25 lbs.) and move manikins (less than 50 lbs.) with the assistance of others.

PHYSICAL DEMANDS/WORK ENVIRONMENT:

1. Must be able to independently move equipment (less than 25 lbs.) and move manikins (less than 50 lbs.) with the assistance of others.
2. Ability/endurance to sit/stand/walk for prolonged, extensive, or considerable time.
3. Occasional reaching/stooping/bending/kneeling/crouching.
4. Able to work flexible hours, including occasional weekends and evenings, in order to complete tasks on deadline.
5. Ability to communicate using verbal and/or written skills for accurate exchange of information with faculty, staff, professionals, students, and the public.
