 Big Bend Community College accepts all students who are 18 years of age or 

older or are graduates of accredited high schools or have an equivalent certificate, 
e.g. the General Education Development Test. 

 
 Individuals under 18 years of age may be admitted for full or part-time college 

courses at the request of the principal of the current or last high school of 
attendance and with the permission of the Big Bend Community College Vice 
President of Student Services. 

 
 Applicants must be at least 16 years of age or older.  Some programs have 

specific admission procedures and limited space; therefore, admission to the 
College does not guarantee availability of all programs. 

 
High school students may also be admitted under the current Running Start 
eligibility guidelines as described in AP 6106
